The transformation of the heart of Darlington continues
apace with more announcements for Central Park

expected in the coming months.

A key feature of the development is a park at the centre of the
scheme - The Central Park, around which distinct quarters are
to be built.

The commercial quarter will be at the south of the site, taking
advantage of the location next to the railway station and proximity
to the town centre. The commercial quarter will include a mix of
offices, restaurants and stylish apartments plus a new hotel with
conference facilities.

The college quarter will have a mix of town houses and businesses.
Some of the existing buildings, originally built for the railways, will
be converted and the quarter will reflect existing Darlington
architecture.

Family homes set in modern landscaping will make up the majority
of the garden quarter. This quarter will also include a number of
new leading-edge eco homes which will use sustainable
technologies to create truly green homes.

The scheme will create an entirely new look to the approach to the
town on the main rail line - showing thousands of commuters every
week that Tees Valley Regeneration is living up to its promise of
delivering top quality contemporary design and landscaping.

Central Park’s Project Director Martin Wilks said: “This is a site
bursting with potential.

“The combination of a fantastic location with excellent transport
links and a skilled workforce, and first class residential, work

and leisure facilities will make Central Park the jewel in
Darlington’s crown.

“We are hugely proud of what has been achieved so far, but there
is still more to come - bold and imaginative designs are on the
verge of becoming reality.”

The development of the site took a major leap forward last
September with the opening of the £35m Darlington College.

The campus features further education facilities, technology and
media centres, a food court and restaurant, while childcare facilities
and a sports and leisure complex will be shared with the wider
Central Park community.

Work has already started on a new pedestrian and cycle bridge
over the rail line and will be in place later this year. Running along
Haughton Road, the bridge will improve access to the college and
Central Park.
